Good
morning. This is Ray Flynn, the Acting Chair today.
And we'll get started with the September 11th meeting of
the Nevada Private Investigators Licensing Board.

We are in a new room for us. And the video
people in the back have asked me to read the mic
etiquette script for all of us here today, so.

In order for the meeting to be broadcast with
the best possible quality, please silence all cell
phones and devices. To speak, press your mic button at
your seat. The button will light up. Once speaking,

adjust the mic so it's pointing directly at your mouth.

The Board may
discuss the matters not appearing on the agenda but may
not act on matters at this meeting. If the Board
desires, the matters may be placed on a future agenda
for action.

Directly
to her left is our Supervisor Investigator, Vincent
Saladino. And then Board members Robert Gronauer, Tammy
Nixon, and Acting Board Chair Ray Flynn.

With that said, I have provided the Board with
the financials. Does the Board have any questions on
the financials?

At this time, I'd like to ask Chief Irizarry to
give an overview of the last quarter's statistics.

MS. IRIZARRY: Good morning. I'm going to go
over the handout that's over on the table, the
statistics. We, every quarter, have been now presenting
our statistics. So I'm going to compare it to last
quarter's as well.

So starting on page one at the top, there were
35 applications that were presented to us to come before
the Board today. All 35 will be heard at the Board
hearing. None of them were denied. There were 14
corporate officers, 10 private patrolmen, eight private
investigators, two process services, one canine, no
repossessors or polygraph examiners.

For work cards processed that last quarter,
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compared to last guarter, we saw a decrease of 1,365
work card applications. That's usually due to the large
events that we host during the second quarter, the
Electric Daisy Carnival, JCK show. The Ballpark opened
up here in southern Nevada. So there was a decrease.
But this last quarter, we processed 2,089 work
cards. From that, 1,280 then have been made active,

which means they were given their five-year permanent

card. 52 of those have been denied. 587 are still
pending, I'm sorry, have been made provisional. So they
were given a 90-day provisional work card. 123 of them

are still pending, pending either because we're still
missing information from them to make a determination if
we can give them a card, or if they were still being
processed at the time that I ran this report. And 47
have been withdrawn. Withdrawn applications are usually
they have something open or active on their background,
or they decided to withdraw on their own.

On page two, this past quarter, we received 12
complaints. The complaints ranged anywhere from work
cards to licensee unlicensed activity. There were three
unlicensed activity complaints that we received. Two
have been issued. One was for a private patrolman
company, and one was for a repossessor. And one was for

a process server. That unlicensed activity complaint 1is
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still pending. We have not issued a citation for that
as of yet.

There were four citations, I'm sorry, four
complaints issued, I'm sorry, received to us regarding
licensees. Two of them were for repossessors. They
were civil disputes. We closed the cases. They're not
in our jurisdiction. One of them was for a private
patrolman company. It was a contract matter. We closed
that case as well. And one was for a private patrolman
company. The complaint that came in we found to be
unfounded.

Two complaints were referred to other agencies.
Both are for private patrolman companies. One was
referred to OSHA. It was more OSHA's jurisdiction. And
one was referred to the county and Department of
Industrial Relations.

We received three complaints this past quarter
for work card holders. Two of them, their cards have

been suspended, and their situations regarding those

work cards have been -- are currently pending. There's
no final outcome for those two. The one has been
referred to Las Vegas Metro. It was regarding the

mental fitness of that person.
On the bottom of page two, this is a new stat

that we're issuing this quarter. There won't be a
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comparison to last quarter. But these are the
violations that were issued to licensee holders. So a
total of 17 licensees received violations from us this
past gquarter.

The first one there is for anyone not properly
listed on a roster. So if they did not let us know that
they were hired or terminated with the company, we
issued $4,025 of citations for that violation.

Anyone that we found to be working without a
work card on their person, or at all, received $2,175 in
citations. There's over $1,600 that has already been
paid. About $500 is still pending.

We issued four citations for individuals not
properly displaying their license number. You need to
do it on any, in an advertisement on your car or
advertisements, business cards, email addresses.

And we issued $1,000 for people working out of
firearms requalifications. This number is a little,
slightly elevated, mainly because this past guarter we
did guite a few audits. We had the on-site checks for
the big events. And, of course, included in this is our
ordinary course of business when we do our compliance
checks.

On the last page is the unlicensed activity

citations we issued this last quarter. These would be
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the individuals who are conducting business but do not
have a license with us. The way it breaks down is we've
issued two citations, that they have been paid. They
were both for private patrolman companies. Both of them
are going through the licensing process. So we may see
them at a future Board meeting.

Four of them are currently pending. Two were
for bodyguards or executive protection individuals. We
got that information from our nightclub relationships we
have going here in the south. One is for a repossessor
reported by a complainant. We issued a citation. It's
still pending. And one is for a private patrolman
company. They were licensed with our agency. Their
license has expired, and they're still conducting
business. And that is still pending as well.

Then, we issued three cease and desists for
private patrolman companies. Those individuals, had we
had issued a monetary amount, would have equaled about
$7,500. We don't issue a monetary amount. They're more
cease and desist at this moment, letting them know that
they are not able to continue working here in the state.
One of those was reported to us by Nevada Transit
Authority. One of them located through our normal
course of business, we found them on social media

conducting business. And one was uncovered through the
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licensing process that we go through with our licensees.

Thank you.

MR. INGRAM: Does the Board have any questions
for Ms. Irizarry?

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: No, we don't see
any. But thank you for the report. We do appreciate
it. It gives us a good feel what's going on each
quarter.

MS. IRIZARRY: You're welcome.

MR. INGRAM: This will take us into the
overview of the roster. I have made some notes on Board
members' agendas as well.

Item number 39 on the agenda, Alfredo Rivera
Hernandez pulled out of his contract with American Guard
Services yesterday. So we will not be hearing that
today.

Item number 41, T.A.C. Protective Service,

Ms. Hurd-Korkmaz did not pass the canine exam. So that
will be postponed to a future date. She'll be able to
retake the exam next qgquarter.

Item number 44, Action K-9 Security, Inc. had a
family emergency and requested it be postponed until the
December Board meeting.

And item number 65, Gene Hobdy asked to be

postponed until the December Board meeting.
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The item number four on the agenda, transcripts
have been provided to each of the Board members from the
June 20th, 2019 Board meeting. Do you have any
questions on those transcripts?

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. I'll ask
for a motion on the transcripts from June 20th.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Motion to accept.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. There's a
motion to accept the transcripts.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: Second.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: And we have a

second. Any discussion?
Any public comment? Okay. Commissioner
Gronauer made the motion. Commissioner Nixon seconded.

I'm asking for any public comment at this time.

Okay. With no public comment, all in favor?

(Board members said "aye.")

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Any opposed?

The motion carries.

Okay. At this time, we'll ask that any
witnesses and applicants that will be coming before us
today, you need to be sworn in for your testimony. And
it's the same with the people up north. So I'll turn it
over to our Deputy Attorney General to handle it from

PRIVATE INVESTIGATORS LICENSING BOARD, 09-116&12-2019

MR. DETMER: Is that everybody? All right.
For those who are going to testify, do you hereby swear
and affirm to tell the truth, the whole truth, and
nothing but the truth?

(All applicants and witnesses present in
Las Vegas and Carson City were sworn/affirmed.)

MR. DETMER: Thank you.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Before we
get started with the main meeting, I mean, I think, it's
important to acknowledge that today is September 11th.
It's the 18th anniversary of those terrorist attacks.
And I ask that we all have a moment of silence not only
for the victims of that day, but our American military
who have fought and died on the war on terror since
then.

(There was a moment of silence.)

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Thank you
for joining me in that.

All right. The first item is request for
exemption, number six, Dan E. Taylor, DTA Security
Services, asking the Board to grant an exemption as
outlined under the NAC. Mr. Taylor is requesting that
the Board allow them to hire six active out-of-state
peace officers to work in elevated security positions in

Nevada during the 2020 CES event. This is subject to
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all statutory and regulatory requirements.
Mr. Taylor.
MR. TAYLOR: Yes, sir. Good morning.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Good morning.

And, Mr. Taylor, you understand you're under oath right

now, right?

MR. TAYLOR: Yes, sir.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Tell us i
your words what you want us to do, and why.

MR. TAYLOR: Well, we're requesting an
exemption for six out-of-state active-duty police
officers. This is a group of active-duty police
officers that have come to CES.

A little bit of background on CES, this is the
largest annual trade show, bringing in over 180,000

participants to the event. They, the police officers

n

have come out here through the years. They have history

with the event. They bring experience and the resources

that we don't find or are not able to contract here

locally. And it's just part of the overall plan to keep

everybody safe and secure during that event.
ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Any

questions by the Board?

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: What would their duties be

while working here?

SHANNON L. TAYLOR, CCR, CSR, RMR
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MR. TAYLOR: Their duties are, in essence,
they're an extra set of eyes and ears in the larger
public areas. And they do work with the overall
security team and with the local police department here,
with Metro, also with the federal resources that are
allocated by the federal government. CES is afforded
some additional resources because of the size and the
number of people that come out to that event, that other
events don't see. So they're all tied, they're tied
into that overall plan.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: Will they be armed?

MR. TAYLOR: They are not armed.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I have a question also.

MR. TAYLOR: Yes, sir.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Okay. You said they
have the KSAs, knowledge, skills and abilities, and also
resources to do the job. I don't understand that. What
resources would they have that we don't have locally?

MR. TAYLOR: Their experience with the event,
their training with their departments, that we don't --
their experience and backgrounds with their departments
are in terrorism and counterterrorism on the event side.
And so they have the history with the event, and they
also have that training within their department. So

they've been hand-picked, and they have the experience
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because they've been with that event for, in some cases
for over 10 years.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Are they right now
employed by their regular departments?

MR. TAYLOR: Yes, sir.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Do we have any letters
from their departments saying they could do this job?
Because there's workman's comp type of things that are
involved. I know you have insurance, but I'm trying to
figure out how that works for another police department.

MR. TAYLOR: Correct. Their departments are
aware. We can certainly get those letters.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: All right. We're in
Las Vegas. And I just believe that we have one of the
best security units around as far as security,
professional security companies and people all around
the Strip and for these special conventions. We also
have the Las Vegas Metropolitan Police Department, who
have definitely the resources, the knowledge, skills and
abilities. And I just don't understand why we have to
use out-of-state people.

I just don't get it. That's why I just need
some better explanation for the six people. You're not
bringing anything but some type of experience, that you

say they have experience.
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MR. TAYLOR: Right. And that would be the --
the biggest difference would just be the experience that
they have with the event and also with the local
resources. But their experience over the years, that
just they have been a part of the CES security plan and
elevated measures.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: All six have been part
of the security plan?

MR. TAYLOR: Yes, sir.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: For how many years now?

MR. TAYLOR: It does vary. But some of them go
back over 10 years. DTA Security Services, which 1is the
company that I represent, has been contracted by CES for
four years now. And those, those officers, some of
them, or actually most have been a part of that program
from, you know, prior to our coming on board with CES.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Okay. So CES contracts
you, and then you contract or subcontract these other
people?

MR. TAYLOR: Yes. Well, they do come in as
direct employees of DTA. But they were part of that
program prior to DTA coming in with being contracted by
CES.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: All right. Thank you.

MR. TAYLOR: Yes, sir.
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MR. INGRAM: Mr. Chair, Kevin Ingram.

Mr. Taylor, do all six of these individuals
currently hold a PILB work card with our agency, and are
they the ones that we turn on for the event and we
immediately suspend them until the following year?

MR. TAYLOR: Correct. Right. So they have had
cards. And then, from my understanding, they are
inactivated immediately after the event, and then they
are activated and are active during the event.

MR. INGRAM: Thank you.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I understood that
process, but I didn't see any list of anybody's names or
their work card numbers. So that was a concern to me.
And I didn't see it the backup or the background.

So that's it. Thank you.

MR. TAYLOR: Yes, sir.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: It's Ray Flynn.

Mr. Taylor, as we've done every other year that
any company asked for this type of exemption with
out-of-state law enforcement, you'll need to have them
supply letters from their employers that they are --
it's okay with their agency for them to engage in
off-duty employment during that event.

MR. TAYLOR: Absolutely.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. All right.
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If there's no other questions, I'll entertain a motion.
BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Commissioner Gronauer.
I make a motion to approve. Dan E. Taylor, Jr. of DTA
Security Services, LLC, license number 1067 is asking
the Board to grant an exemption as outlined in NAC
648.338. Mr. Taylor is requesting that the Board allow
them to hire six active out-of-state peace officers to
work in elevated security positions. And this is
subject to all statutory and regulatory requirements.
Also, I'd like to put a little addendum on it,
if I may. That would be that these letters from their
police departments and their cards are shown that they
are active now, that they even have cards, and their

police departments saying they're okay with them working

here.

That was on criminal
history. And, again, we don't see the certified copies.
I don't know what we have.

MR. WERTSBAUGH: Good morning, Mr. Chair.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Are your buttons
on?

MR. WERTSBAUGH: Mine is, yes.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. And you
understand you're under oath, both of you?

MR. SACCO: I do.
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MR. WERTSBAUGH: Yes, sir.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. Why
are you here, and what do you want to do?

MR. WERTSBAUGH: Well, my name is Adam

I flew in from New York just to be

here to make sure everything went okay.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: That was going to

be my guess.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I thought it was
Jersey.

MR. SACCO: Thank you.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: But, anyway.

MR. SACCO: I do live in New Jersey, but I work

in New York.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: It rubbed off on you.

All right. Anyway, yeah, this is Commissioner

Gronauer. I do have a question. Where is Mr. Carrabba?
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MR. SACCO: Who 1is 1it?
BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Was 1t Brandon?
MR. SACCO: Brandon and Vincent Carrabba,

they're brothers. They own the company.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Yeah. Where's Brandon?

MR. SACCO: Where are they? They're in
New York.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Is there a reason
they're not here?

MR. SACCO: I had emailed the corporate
headquarters to let them know that I would be out here
to represent them.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Well, I have some
questions. And, I think, they may be answered by the

investigator. If that's good, then I'm okay with it.

All right. I have a question on Mr. Carrabba.

There is the tax forms, documents dated 6-4-20109. And,

you know, 6-4-2019 was just a couple months ago. And
I'm trying to figure out if that's taken care of, not
taken care of.

MR. SACCO: From what I understand --

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I'm talking to my

investigator right now.
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MR. SACCO: Oh, I'm sorry.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Because you can't
answer for Mr. Carrabba, I don't believe. All right.
Even though you're from Jersey.

MR. SACCO: You're right, sir.

MS. SWARTHOUT: Investigator Swarthout. The
documents that Brandon Carrabba sent in to us had a
May 30th, 2018 when he started a payment plan. From
when I talked to him on the phone, he was able to
provide an updated one saying that it's in a certificate
of good standing. But it does not show that it has been
completely paid off yet. He had 20 payments to make.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Okay. He talked to you
over the phone. Did he send you any paperwork stating
that?

MR. SWARTHOUT: Yes, he did.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I don't think it's
proper for me to put it on the investigator if he feels
comfortable with this or not. It's going to be up to us
to make the decision. And with that decision, I have a
problem, because I'd like to see that. He still has
payments to be made. Nothing's clear. And previously,
on things like warrants and charges and fines that
weren't cleared by time we had our hearing, I always

went the opposite way and said, well, I refuse to, you
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know, I have to deny the request. That's on my part.

So I will make that motion, if a motion's ready
to come in. I'll wait for the public comment, whatever
you want to do.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. We'll get
there.

All right. Any other questions from the Board?

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: I have one for legal, but.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Oh, you want a
sidebar?

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: Yes.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. She
has a question for legal, and we're going to go to
sidebar for a second.

(There was a discussion off the record.)

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. Any
other gquestions from the Board?

I just received some information here, which
confirmation -- the Department of Taxation. There's an
agreement here, Department of Taxation and Finance, a
confirmation of automatic payment deductions for your
installment payment agreement.

$4,000 a month for a total of 20 months. So far, he has
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made -- since April, he's made each month, April of
2018, he's made each month deduction. And he still has
a remaining balance of -- whatever that is, $4,000
there. The automatic payments is a good thing. But
they could be also, you know, stopped at any time. But
I don't think the government would allow that.

But I'm at a crossroads with this one. So
right now, it looks like Mr. Carrabba's doing the right
stuff. I wish he was here to answer for it. Because,
in person, it would make it a lot easier for me. At
this point, I Jjust wanted to bring it up that there was
documentation sort of favoring him. But he still has a
balance. That's a big deal. Okay.

That's all, Mr. Chairman.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: Mr. Chairman, Adam
Wertsbaugh worked for me directly under Universal
Protection Services, I want to say for about a year and
a half. So at that point, I'm going to have to recuse
myself. Commissioner Nixon. Sorry.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. All right.
That puts us in a bad position for you. Because we have
a board; by law, we're supposed to have five members.
For whatever reason, the Governor's Office has not
reappointed or appointed two of our members, who are no

longer on the Board. All three of us need to vote for
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it to be a gquorum. Commissioner Nixon has to recuse
herself because of a prior relationship with one of your
members. So we can't vote.

Now, what I was going to do anyway was to ask
for a postponement to get the individual here and to be
able to answer Mr. Gronauer's questions anyway. And the

only way we can do a postponement is for you to

voluntarily ask for it. Otherwise, we vote.
So we're in a stalemate. We can't do anything
at all. And you have my apologies. You do. I don't

like operating with a three-member Board any more than
any of the other Commissioners here.

So I don't know what we can do, because she
cannot vote. And I asked legal, what do we do? I mean
we have a business licensee that's asking for a
decision, which they have every right to have, and we
cannot provide 1it.

MR. DETMER: And Mike Detmer, acting as Board
counsel.

There's a couple options, the first one being,
which the Chairman has enumerated, which is to postpone.
The other one is -- and I actually need to research this
briefly. But if one is recusing, it may be that it just
kind of reduces the quorum. But I need to just

double-check that before I make an opinion on that.
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ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay.

MR. DETMER: If the Board would be willing to
trail, I can look that up. I have my books in front of
me, and I can.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Well, I'm ready

to take a quick break anyway. Some of us have been
sitting here since 8:30. So.
All right. So you understand what's going on,

I'm trying to get to a position where we can vote today,
so we can resolve this. So if it's okay with you, we're
going to take about a 10-minute break.

MR. WERTSBAUGH: That is fine.

MR. SACCO: It's fine.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: And our counsel
will see what we can do when we're in a situation
without a guorum.

MR. WERTSBAUGH: I appreciate the understanding
as well from our end.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Up north,
we're going to take a 1l0-minute break. I'll let you
know if we need longer.

MS. KLEMME: Okay.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Are you aware
you're under oath?

MS. MORRISON: Yes.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Who are
you, and why are you here?

MS. MORRISON: My name 1is Linda C. Morrison,
and I am here applying for the private patrolman
license. If approved, I would like my card to be put
into abeyance so that I can become the qualifying agent
for Rancho Security, LLC.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Any gquestions
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from the Board?

MR. KRUSE: Good morning.

MS. TAYLOR: Good morning.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. You're
aware both of you are under oath?

MR. KRUSE: Yes.

MS. TAYLOR: Yes.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Who are

you, and why are you here?

MR. KRUSE: So I'm Taylor S. Kruse. I'm here

for my process serving license. And should that get
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accepted, be put into abeyance for -- or as the
qualifying agent of Taylor Squared, dba NMI.

MS. TAYLOR: I'm president of NMI.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Do you have a
name”?

MS. TAYLOR: Nancy Taylor. I'm so sorry.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: That's okay. No
problem.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: If T may add something.
Okay. I've known NMI company business, okay, for quite
a few years, from the time I was elected constable. As
far as I know, we've never gone out, never had coffee or
nothing else. Ms. Taylor runs a darned good business.
That's a true story, isn't it? That's what it is.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: And I know of her, for
many, many years now, probably around 20. And she's
never had a problem in her business, that I know, and
everything's always been good.

Seeing none, I'll call for a vote on the motion
to approve. All those in favor, say "aye."

(Board members said "aye.")

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Any opposed?

Congratulations. The motion carries.

MS. TAYLOR: Thank you very much.
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MR. KRUSE: Thank you.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. Next
section, canine handler. Number 41 has postponed.

Number 42. Lawrence E. Sanchez is applying for
an individual private investigator and process server
license. I'm sorry. This is under private investigator
and process server. Lawrence E. Sanchez, applying for
an individual private investigator and process server
license. This is subject to all statutory and
regulatory requirements. For possible action.

Good morning, sir.

MR. SANCHEZ: Good morning.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Are you aware
you're under oath?

MR. SANCHEZ: Yes, I do.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Your name
and why you're here.

MR. SANCHEZ: Lawrence Sanchez. I applied for
a private investigator's license as well as process
serving license. And I hope to get approved.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Thank you.

Any question from the Board-?

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I just want to -- give
me a second. Okay?

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Sure.
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BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Please.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Yeah.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. Any
public comment on this agenda item?

All right. Seeing none, call for a motion.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: This is Commissioner
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Nixon. I move that we approve Lawrence E. Sanchez, who
is applying for an individual private investigator and
process server license. If approved, this would be
subject to all statutory and regulatory requirements.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Do I have
a second?

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I'll give a second.
Gronauer.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. Do
you need a second, or you --

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Oh, no, no. I make --
Gronauer. I second.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. We
have a motion. We have a second.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: More coffee.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: I don't see any
discussion or questions. So I'll call for a vote on the
motion to approve. All those in favor, say "aye."

(Board members said "aye.")

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Any opposed?

Okay. Motion carries. Welcome back to the
workplace.

MR. SANCHEZ: Yes. Thank you. I appreciate
it. Have a good day.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. Next
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category, private investigator and private patrolman.
Number 43. Armor Network, LLC, applying for a new
private investigator and private patrolman license.
Devin C. Ballard is applying for an individual private
investigator and private patrolman license. If
approved, he 1is requesting that his individual license
be placed into abeyance so that he may become the
qualifying agent. Member to be approved is Devin C.
Ballard. This is subject to all statutory and
regulatory requirements. For possible action.

I need to state that I have known Devin for
probably the majority of his career. We worked in the
same chain of commands several times. We did not
associate after work, or related, or personal
friendships beyond work. I have no issues with him. I
hope he has no issues with me, because I'm not going to
recuse myself. And I feel fine to go ahead and vote.

MR. BALLARD: Good morning. Again, my name 1is
Devin --

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Are you aware
you're under oath?

MR. BALLARD: Yes, sir.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: I have to ask you
that.

MR. BALLARD: Yes, sir.
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ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Excuse me, Mr. Ballard.

MR. BALLARD: Yes, sir.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Do we know each other?

MR. BALLARD: We do.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Okay. That's what I
thought. And we never hung out and did all that stuff,
either?

MR. BALLARD: No, sir.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: And I'm going, I know
this gqguy. I forgot for a little while, but, you know.

MR. BALLARD: Yeah.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Okay. I'm sorry,

Mr. Ballard. I just wanted to make sure. And we're all
good.

MR. BALLARD: Yeah.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Now what do you want?

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Who are you, and
why are you here?

MR. BALLARD: I'm Devin Ballard. I'm applying
for a private investigator and private patrolman
license. And 1if approved, I'm asking that the license
be held in abeyance so I can become the gualifying

agent.
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ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Any
questions from the Board?

All right. Any public comment on the
applicant?

All right. Seeing none, I will call for a
motion.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Gronauer. I'll make a
motion to approve. Armor Network, LLC is applying for a
new private investigator and private patrolman license.
Devin C. Ballard is applying for an individual private
investigator and private patrolman license. If
approved, he 1s requesting that his individual license
be placed into abeyance so that he may become the
qualifying agent. Member to be approved is Devin C.
Ballard. This is subject to all statutory and
regulatory requirements.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. I
have a motion. Do I have second?

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: I second.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. All

those -- any further discussion?

Seeing none, any -- let's do a call for a vote
on the motion to approve. All those in favor, state
"aye."

(Board members said "aye.")
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ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Any opposed?

The motion carries. Congratulations to you.

MR. BALLARD: Thank you.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Have a good day.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: We know how to retire.
We just don't want to.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. Next
category, private patrolman and canine handler.

Number 44 was postponed.

Number 45. James N. McCollum is applying for
an individual private patrolman and canine license. If
approved, he 1s requesting that his individual license
be placed into abeyance so that he may become the
qualifying agent for K2 Solutions, Incorporated, license
number 2631. Subject to all statutory and regulatory
reqguirements. For possible action.

Good morning, sir.

MR. MCCOLLUM: Good morning.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Are you aware
you're under oath?

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yes, sir, I am.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Who are you, and
why are you here?

MR. MCCOLLUM: My name is James McCollum. I'm

the -- for the state of Nevada, I would be representing
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K2 Solutions based out of Southern Pines, North
Carolina. I'm a resident here. I was hired here t
represent them as a canine handler. So I am applyi
for the private patrolman and canine licensing. If
approved, to be in abeyance so that I might be the
representative.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. How 1
have you lived here?

MR. MCCOLLUM: I've lived here -- the firs
the year, it'll be two years. I'm almost at my two
point now.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right.
questions from the Board?

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I'm going to have
put it off to you, Ray, when it comes to the canine
stuff. All right. Because I don't know, if he's h
two years, how he's been certified and all that.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay.

MR. MCCOLLUM: I could answer any qgquestion
want, sir.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Yes. Explai
your experience in canine.

MR. MCCOLLUM: Okay. My law enforcement
background, I did everything but canine, you know,

gangs, all the narcotics, in jail, all that stuff.
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had a variety of background. K2, they specialize in
explosive detection as well as some other things, a lot
of stuff overseas. Here, they are doing a lot of vapor
dogs. So that's what I was -- they hired me. They sent
me to North Carolina. It's about 45 minutes outside of
Ft. Bragg, military base company, retired and all that.
So they hired me. They sent me to their school,
assigned me to the dog. So I specialize in a dog that
is -- not only does static area, but he also will
identify anybody that's been handling explosives or have
handled or has explosives on them.

So that is what I'm specialized in training,
sir. So they sent me to their school, assigned me the
dog, and then brought me back to the city of Las Vegas.
Because I was hired out of Las Vegas for a position that
they had, and I'm currently working at the Hoover Dam.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Are you a licensed
canine handler now?

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yes, sir, I am licensed through
IPWDA, which is International Police Working Dog
Association. And I just passed, last week I Jjust passed
the city of Las Vegas's, or the state test as well.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Yeah, who's the
investigator on this?

MR. SWARTHOUT: Investigator Swarthout.
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ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: And which agency
did the testing for this individual?

MR. SWARTHOUT: We did the testing through the
Las Vegas Convention Center with Woody Chan, who's
POST-certified for it.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. So not
only does -- so you understand how this process works,
not only do they investigate, verifies the training, we
actually, we -- we did it with Metro for years, and now
we're doing it with the Convention Authority.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I know about that. I
just want to make sure your dog did it.

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yes, sir. And if I may say, it
was not easy. Woody did a great job. It's not an easy
test.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: I have two
questions.

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yes.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Why did you --
what police agency were you with?

MR. MCCOLLUM: I was with City of Gainesville,
Florida. Not the university. I was with the City of
Gainesville, Florida for 10 and a half years. And I was
also bonded through the Alachua County Sheriff's Office

when I was working gangs.
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ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: And why did you
leave?

MR. MCCOLLUM: A lot of personal issues I had
at the time. And I was going to retire from there. I
had 10 and a half years. And then I just I just quit.
I opened up my -- I had a private investigation agency
there for about two years in Florida. Our work was not
good, and I just moved on after a few years to come out
here. My cousin invited me out here to work with him,
but then he had some issues as well. So I got back into

security and ran into an opportunity to work for K2,

sir.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. And how
did you -- I mean they're minor amounts, but you have a
lot.

MR. MCCOLLUM: They're very minor. There were
six that the investigator addressed. I believe, there's

six or seven.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Yes.

MR. MCCOLLUM: As soon as I got full, I paid
three off in full.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Right.

MR. MCCOLLUM: I took care of them right away.
I'm currently paying another one off here that was $656.

I paid 150 of that off in the last week and a half. The
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1,600 one, or 656, that is in dispute right now. And
then there is one collection agency there, I think, for
a propane company for a couple hundred dollars. I'm
trying to pay them off, but that company I can't get
ahold of. So I told the investigator this morning what
I'm going to have to do is reach out to the company back
in Florida, see if I can take care of it through them.
If not, can they get me in touch with the collection
agency.

But just in the last few weeks, I've paid
probably almost half of everything that I owe off.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Yeah, that, what
was unusual compared to other applicants --

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yes, sir.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: -—- was the small
amounts on this.

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yes, sir.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: And I'm like,
what, and I don't -- how did you get there with just
these small amounts?

MR. MCCOLLUM: Honestly, when I left law
enforcement and went to work for myself, and I just went
through some hard times. I had a son that had a bad
drug problem. And I Jjust couldn't get work. And I

was —-- you know, I had to move. I just didn't have
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work. So that's when I moved out here. So I ended up
owing a cable company, a phone company, a propane
company, something like that. So it was just little
things that companies that you ask for their services,
to live, just like anywhere else.

And so there was multiple of them. But the
good thing is there was multiple, and they're not large
amounts. They're very easy to pay off. And I'm almost
done with everything. Except the biggest one's the one
that's in dispute for 1,600.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. And
the investigator, anything you want to add on the
financials?

MR. SWARTHOUT: No, he did provide documents,
which he also has. He did show them to me today, that
he does have three of them that are paid off and one of
them that he's making payments on.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. All right.

MR. MCCOLLUM: And as I said, sir, the one that
I'm trying to contact, and I'm probably going to reach
out to the actual company for that put it in collection,
see 1f I can't pay that. Because when you look the
company up and you try and contact them, there's just no
contact information.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. My
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main question, I mean you explained how you got here.

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yes, sir.

ACTING BOARD CHATIRMAN FLYNN: It just was
unusual to see such small amounts that went to
collection.

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yes, sir.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: And you explained
the reason why.

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yes, sir.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: I appreciate
that. Our Executive Director's got a question.

MR. INGRAM: Thank you, Mr. Chair.

Did I understand you to say you are currently
working as a canine handler --

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yes, sir.

MR. INGRAM: -—- at Hoover Dam?

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yes, sir, I'm at the Hoover Dam,
K2 Solutions. The Hoover Dam needed a dog. The
National Park Service has a dog, but it only does static
work. And, of course, they're spread so thin, they're
all over the place. And their job is not to maintain
one position, obviously. They have to be out there
patrolling and doing services for the state and the
federal government.

So the Hoover Dam, the Bureau of Reclamation,
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they needed a canine. So they put it out to bid. And
then K2 got the bid. So they put somebody out there
temporarily until I finished school. I replaced that
young lady that was out there. Our contract is up
October 1st. It's out to bid. We're hoping to get it,
because it's, ideally it's a canine handler's dream to
be working in that position.

MR. INGRAM: So do you currently hold a
registered work card with us?

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yes, sir. Prior to doing,
hiring with K2, when I first came out here, I started
doing security work. So I had a card, you know, your
work card prior to that, so.

MR. INGRAM: Perfect. Thank you.

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yes, sir.

MR. INGRAM: Thank you.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. All right.
That's all the questions I have. Any other gquestions?

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Yeah. In the short
time that you've been here now -- is 1t about two years,
two and a half years, you've been in Nevada?

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yes, sir. Well, two years,
well, end of January will be two years for me here in
Las Vegas.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Okay. Have you had any
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problems with the police departments in the area?

MR. MCCOLLUM: No, sir.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Been cited, anything?

MR. MCCOLLUM: No, sir, never been pulled over,
never cited. I've called law enforcement a couple
times. And I have to say, compared to Florida law
enforcement, Henderson and Metro, I'm very impressed
with the way they handle things, so.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Well, I'm impressed
that you were an Army guy, I mean a Marine on an Army
base. I don't know.

MR. MCCOLLUM: Well, actually, I was never on
an Army Dbase. They hired --

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I understand.

MR. MCCOLLUM: -- going out there, near Fort
Bragg. And, you know, the owner of the company, he
stopped me in North Carolina. He's retired Delta Force.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: It's a good place to
be.

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yes, sir, it is, 1it's a good
place.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: All right. I have
nothing else. You mentioned some kind of -- well, I do
have something else. You mentioned some kind of a --

you had a little run-in with some drugs at a time?
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MR. MCCOLLUM: Oh, no, no. My son, he's in
recovery, sir.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Oh, okay.

MR. MCCOLLUM: He's been, my son --

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Now I get it. Okay.

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yeah, that was why I was
struggling a lot, I mean to be a single parent. My son
was just out of high school at the time, and it was a
big struggle.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I missed that whole
thing there.

MR. MCCOLLUM: Yeah, I'm sorry about that.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: That's okay. God bless
you. No problem. Okay. I'm done.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Any other
guestions from the Board?

All right. Any public comment on this agenda
item?

All right. Seeing none, I'll entertain a
motion.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: Commissioner Nixon. I
move that we approve James N. McClellan --

MR. MCCOLLUM: McCollum, vyes.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: —-— McCollum, who is

applying for an individual private patrolman and canine
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handler license. If approved, he is requesting that his
individual license be placed into abeyance so that he
may become the qualifying agent for K2 Solutions, Inc.,
license number 2631. If approved, this is subject to
all statutory and regulatory requirements.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. I have a
motion. Do I have a second?

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Gronauer. Second.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. I
have a motion. I have a second. Any further

discussion?

All right. Seeing none, I'll call for a vote
on the motion to approve. All those in favor, state
"aye."

(Board members said "aye.")

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Any opposed?

The motion carries. Congratulations.

MR. MCCOLLUM: Thank you. Take care,
everybody. Appreciate your time.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right.
Before we get into registration appeals, I want to bring
something up to my fellow Commissioners. And this is
directly as a result of the fact that there's only three
of us, that, for whatever reason, the Governor's Office

has not moved on a long-term vacancy we've had, nor have
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they moved on a re-upping another member, which they've
known for awhile that term was going to come up. I feel
we're at the point that it will affect our efficiency as
well as affect the service that we can provide the
citizens of Nevada.

So what I would like to do, with your support,
and I'm going to put it as a motion, is I will send a

letter under the PILB letterhead to the Governor

himself. I will get involved so we don't have to worry
about Kevin and the chain of command and all that. I
believe that the Governor is unaware. And people

underneath him are not doing what I would expect them to
do. And that's my word, it's nobody else's. But
enough's enough. We've went multiple, multiple meetings
now.

So I will -- what?

(There was a discussion off the record.)

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. I can't do
a motion. I'm going to give a directive. But I want to
let you guys 1in on it so there's no surprises.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: Okay.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. And
if you want to verbally approve or offer me counsel, we
can do that, too.

But in that letter, I want to, for your staff
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to draft out on your letterhead stating how long these
vacancies have been open, the fact that it is affecting
our efficiency to schedule meetings as well as meet the
needs of the citizens of Nevada, my belief that he
personally is unaware of our situation, and the number
of times that you have attempted to address.

And if we can get this, I can sign it tomorrow,
or sometime where we're meeting tomorrow, if that's
something you want to get done. All right.

But 1if my commissioners -- I'm just seeking
your support.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I might have stepped
out-of-bounds. I contacted Aaron Ford, the Attorney
General. And he says he really, he's looking at all the
boards, and he really wasn't aware how dire our
situation was. And that was about three weeks ago.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: But I've been out of
town, so I haven't had any contact.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: No problem.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: If you don't mind,
because I do that sometimes.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: No, I don't mind.
But I want to let you know that I will be sending it

under our letterhead.

MR. DETMER: Thank you.

The first
one is item number 46, Wayne Byrd. Is Wayne here?

Okay. We will trail that one.

Number 47. I apologize. I'll just go by the
last name. Dupre? Is Dupre here? Yes, please come
forward, sir.

Good morning. How do you pronounce your first
name”?

MR. DUPRE: Etienne ("a-teen").

Mr. Maxwell, what do we got, and why?

MR. MAXWELL: In September of 2017, in the
state of Nevada, the applicant was arrested for
attempted burglary at felony level. The disposition was
a minimum of 24 months, maximum 60 months in Nevada
Department of Corrections. He did disclose it on his
application and, also, provided court documents and the
police report. This was all confirmed using SCOPE, the

court documents, police report and the fingerprint
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report.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. All right.
Mr. Dupre, let's hear your -- why do you want to go into
security work?

MR. DUPRE: The reason I --

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: After being
convicted as a felon less than two years ago?

MR. DUPRE: The reason why I want to go into
security work is because of the simple fact I feel like
it's a career that is going to have me being able to
gain stability and for me not to even engage in my
environment that I used to be around, me changing myself
as a person mentally and just better as a person. And I
feel like that my past. I was 18 during the time. I
just turned 20 years old recently. And I feel like me
being young, 1it's an opportunity for me to get a career
going for myself. That's why I'm stepping into this
field, or attempting to.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. Well,
why don't explain the circumstances of your burglary to
me .

MR. DUPRE: The circumstances of my burglary,
like the story behind it, or?

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Yes, please.

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was the extent of the injuries that did you in '067?

MR. KELLEY: None. My son's mother at the
time, she didn't want to press no charges. And the
person, the man that I had got into a physical conflict
with didn't want to press no charges. So they asked
what was the infliction on her and all that. I said
that I moved her out of the way to get to him. And the
D.A. picked up my case. That's the only reason why I
even have the felony on my background.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: And what was
the -- what initiated the police contact in 2016 for
them to arrest you for this?

MR. KELLEY: 2016, I was walking down the
street, and the police just pulled me over. And when he
pulled me over, he said that I had a warrant for my
arrest, for an eight-year warrant. And I said, "How 1is
that possible? I haven't been in trouble with you guys
at all." So when they took me to jail, and I went and

saw the judge, he, that's exactly what he said, "I don't

even know why you're here." And that's the same thing I
said, "Like I haven't been in trouble. I haven't -- I'm
not on probation now. I'm not on anything." So when T
went there, they -- he said, "We're going to dismiss
this case as if it never happened." That was at

Riverside County.
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ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay.
Mr. Maxwell, do you have anything to add?

MR. MAXWELL: It did start off in 2006. But
through the fingerprint reports, it's -- it shows pretty
much exactly what the applicant is saying. I did get
court records from Riverside. And it shows pretty much
what the applicant is stating, sir.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. How
long have you lived in Las Vegas?

MR. KELLEY: Two years. I've lived here two
years.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. What are
you doing now?

MR. KELLEY: Well, I was working at the
Crossroads of Southern Nevada, the rehab center.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Yeah, on
Charleston?

Things didn't turn out right with the management. So
they wanted to move on from further, with other
security.

I haven't been in trouble with the law in God knows how
long and don't plan on it.

BOARD MEMBER FLYNN: All right. Are there any
other questions?

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: I just want to make sure.
Are you working now?

MR. KELLEY: Not at the moment.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: Okay.

MR. KELLEY: I'm just waiting to get the guards
card approved, and then they told me to come back in and
I'll have a job.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: Okay.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. I
don't have any other guestions.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Yeah, I'm just -- I
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just need a little clarification from either Mr. Maxwell
or you, sir. Okay. Because I'm not understanding the
three years probation, and then it was extended to five
years, or what you said, even to six years.

MR. KELLEY: Yes.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: How did that, how did
that occur? I don't understand that.

MR. KELLEY: I'm still at a loss myself.
Riverside County had me for three, three years
probation. And I wasn't finished with the work release
program. So they -- because it was actually 111 -- 192
days, and it was going to be only weekends. So it was
like over two plus years that I was going to be working
just the weekends. So they -- a couple things happened,
and I Jjust didn't show up at the moment. So they
extended my time past the three years.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Now I understand.

MR. KELLEY: Gave me a little, little more time
for the probation. I was at the Hacienda, where I
finished out my classes and all. And then, from the
unformal probation, I didn't have nobody to check into.
So I didn't, you know, didn't know who I was supposed to
the report to or I was supposed to go see a judge,
because nobody told me anything after the one year was

up . So I just went on with my life; 14 years later,
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here I am.
BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Okay. Where do you

live now? Where you live, where you stay? I don't

know.

MR. KELLEY: I have a house with my wife and my
daughter.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: You're married now?

MR. KELLEY: Yes, sir.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: How old is your
daughter?

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. We're
going to go live again. Are you okay up north?

THE REPORTER: Yes.

MS. KLEMME : Yes, we are.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Number 50,
Scott Macrina.

MR. MACRINA: Yes.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Mr. Maxwell
again. Where do we got?

MR. MAXWELL: In July of 2017, the applicant

was arrested in the state of Newvada, and the charge was

carrying a concealed weapon without a permit. This was
a misdemeanor. He did disclose and provided court
docs. The disposition was a 30-day suspended jail

sentence; stay out of trouble for a minimum of six
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months, which was satisfied in July of 2018; impulse
control counseling, which was satisfied in April of
2018. The weapon was forfeited. And the case was
closed in July of 2018.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Tell us

about it.

MR. MACRINA: I was currently at work and
protecting my store, because I am the store manager. I
currently am still. I had a customer come in, irate,
threatening my employees and myself. I went outside to
deescalate the situation with my weapon. I had

deescalated it, put the gun in my back pocket. And
somehow, I don't understand where the cops came
involved. I was -- I had the weapon in my back pocket
with the butt of the gun exposed. And the cops had came
over. And that's wounded up where I got arrested and
charged with the concealed.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Did the
person that was threatening your employees, did they
have a weapon?

MR. MACRINA: To my knowledge, I -- they had a
knife. And it was also a customer who had in the past
caused issues, with verbal abuse, threatening, and just
pretty much irrational.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: What kind of
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store was this?

MR. MACRINA: A convenience store.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Like a 7-Eleven?

MR. MACRINA: It's like a 7-Eleven.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Are you
still working there?

MR. MACRINA: Yes. I'm the store manager.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. So why do
you want a security permit?

MR. MACRINA: I would 1like to do something
different. Right now, I currently work 70 hours a week.
And I've been for five years. And I'm trying to slow
down a little bit. And I feel as though being in
security, it's there's more doors to open up with that,
better hours, and I could be more around for my
daughter.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: I appreciate
that. Just so you know, I don't see enough time and
distance on the weapons charge, me personally. And
we'll see what the other Board feels. All right.

Any other guestions from the Board?

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: Have you ever had any
weapons training or experience before, or is it --

MR. MACRINA: No.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: No?
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MR. MACRINA: No, I have not had any training.
But I also do currently possess a weapon again. And I
have no issues 1in that, with it, have had no issues.
And I also spoke with law enforcement while I was at my
job to, for them to tell me how to properly -- where it
could be on my person, like in my car and stuff like
that. So I did reach out to just get a better
understanding on to what the laws are.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: So since your arrest with
this weapon, you have not gone to obtain a CCW or
anything, you Jjust continued down the same path?

MR. MACRINA: I just, literally, I've been
afraid to go. Because I've never been in trouble. I've
never even had a misdemeanor. So it's not like they
have a handbook to say, hey, this is what you can do,
what you cannot do. And so now I'm just a lot more
aware and smarter with it. You know, and I don't even,
while I'm at work, I don't keep it on me. It's in my --
like underneath my register, in the tray. So I haven't
been able to -- that's why I try doing this.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: Okay. And, again, you
have no formalized training, you haven't gone for, to
range or anything to try to, you know, better your
weapons handling?

MR. MACRINA: Currently, I haven't had the time
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to do it, because I am the only one working. And I have
a lot of stuff going on between the time periods. I've
lost a father and my son.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: Sorry to hear that. Okay.
Thank you. No further questions.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Can I call you Scott?

MR. MACRINA: Yes.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Okay. I'm Commissioner
Gronauer. You can call me whatever you want. The thing
is, you say you became more aware about, you know, how
to handle the gun and all this other stuff, and
currently you keep it under a counter where you're
working. Is that correct?

MR. MACRINA: Yes, sir.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Okay. In this amount

of time -- and I'm sorry about all your loss. That's --
I understand. But there is police departments that
offer these classes for a very minimum amount. There's

ranges, you can go at nighttime and get certified or get
a CCW permit from them. Training, you need training.
It's just not you get a gun and, oh, had a little

problem, I talked to a couple cops or somebody else, and

I'm okay, I understand it. ©No, you don't understand it.
There's a real big deal. Okay. You already
spent a little bit of time. So I'm asking you. You're
171
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not well-trained. You're not well-informed. I think,
the best thing you could do is make sure you get that.

At this time, it's hard for me because of time
and distance with the weapons charge, and you didn't do
anything to correct it. And I know you've had some
personal problems with that, that you can't do anything
about. But you want something like this here, I can't
hold that up. At this point, that's from me. It's up
to my other Board members, whatever they want to do.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. No other
questions. I'll make a motion. You guys have been busy
most of the morning. I'll make a motion that we deny
the appeal based on time, distance, and the fact that it
is a weapons charge. And it wasn't too long ago that
this Board would deny weapons charges for eternity.

So you're more than welcome to come back in a
year from now to see what you've done with your life and
make sure you've stayed out of trouble. And we'll take
a look at it next year if you want to come back before
us again.

MR. MACRINA: Okay. Thank you.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Oh. Oh,
we didn't --

The disposition shows he was fined, and he

forfeitured the weapon, and he received probation. This

was disclosed and was the reason for the denial.

August of 2015, there was a probation wviolation
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at misdemeanor level. SCOPE shows that no charges were
filed. He did disclose.

November 2010, also in Nevada, DUI,
misdemeanor, 30 days jail which was suspended, fine and
DUI school. This was also disclosed.

July of 2006, in Nevada, breach of the peace,
misdemeanor, 30 days suspended jail sentence, and he was
ordered classes. This was also disclosed.

The applicant disclosed all the arrests, and he
was not made provisional.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Mr. Smith,
what are you doing these days?

MR. SMITH: Well, currently, for the past three
and a half years, I've worked at a mortuary on behalf of
the Clark County Coroner's Office. I do removals. So I
have contact with police officers literally every single
day. Besides that, I am two hours short of my private
pilot's license for fixed-wing and rotor-wing. I'm just
walting for the final check ride. So I'm subject to the
Department of Transportation overlooking me. But that's
pretty much all I do is go to work, pick up bodies, and
fly when I can.

I was 1in a process of trying to change and get
out of mortuary work. I was trying get out of the

mortuary work.
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ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Your mic's on?

MR. SMITH: Yes, sir, it is.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right.

MR. SMITH: Three and a half years picking up
bodies for the county, it's not going to go anywhere. I
was looking for advancement and other things, something
more fitting of what I want to do. I'd like to fly
eventually, but contracting would be more up my alley.

In regards to possession of the firearm under
the influence for 2014, I was under medication at the
time. My mother had passed. I had problems sleeping.
Drove home, had the weapon on me.

In relations to the probation violation, I told
them. They knew that I had weapons at the time. It was

not forfeited. I told them I couldn't place it,

somewhere else. My sister had just recently had a kid.
My father was 1in between houses. I made the mistake of
keeping it during the probation. During house arrest,

they came, they found it, off to jail I went. Through
litigation, we decided that, hey, i1if I give them the
weapons, they will reduce it to a misdemeanor. So
that's basically what happened.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: So you had a DUI
in '10, and then you were under the influence of

narcotic substances in '1l4, prescription?
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MR. SMITH: Yes, sir. Since, I'm not taking
any prescriptions.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. All right.
Any questions from fellow Commissioners?

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: This is Gronauer. Do
you have a substance abuse, whether it be alcohol or
drugs, now, problem?

MR. SMITH: No, I do not. So the original DUI
was marijuana in 2010. I haven't smoked marijuana in
six plus years, or five years, since the time of the
probation violation prior to that. But the Department
of Transportation is absolutely zero tolerance for that
type of stuff.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: On the probation
violation, they came in and found your gun. Did they
take you to jail at that time?

MR. SMITH: Yes, sir, they did.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Okay.

MR. SMITH: I spent, I think, I don't know,
about a week or two weeks. And then we -- they didn't
think I had money to bail out. I bailed out. Through
litigation, they said, hey, we'll give you back the bail
money if you spend another eight weeks or so. At that
time, we decided to strike a deal, hey, you could have

these weapons, and we fought for my right to drop it
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down to a misdemeanor to obtain gun ownership and gun
rights.
BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Are you on paper now?
MR. SMITH: No. The coroner wouldn't allow
anybody who was on probation to, A, enter people's
houses and crime scenes to -- you know what I mean, to
do what I do.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: When did you get off

paper?

MR. SMITH: To be honest, I think, 1t ended
when I spent the extra eight weeks. I think, we kind of
just washed hands. I didn't have to do any classes. I

just said, hey, you guys want me to lay down, do this
time. And that's what happened.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: So somewhere near the
end of two fifteen, 2015°7?

MR. SMITH: Yeah, actually, I believe, I got
out October 31st, 2015. And that was at HDC Henderson.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Do you have a gun on
you now?

MR. SMITH: Well, currently, we're in a state
building. No. But I do own two weapons. One I
acquired this past year, passed the background check.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Do you have a CCW?

MR. SMITH: I currently do not. I have to wait
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another year before I

STOVALL: I pushed him and I was going
to -- I threatened him with a knife.
ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay.
Interesting charge for that.
MR. STOVALL: Yeah.
ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. How
long have you lived in Las Vegas?
MR. STOVALL: I lived in the Vegas three years.
Three years, sir.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. What
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are you doing now?

MR. STOVALL: I work construction, a full-time
job. And I also work nighttime at the club, I bounce.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: What club?

MR. STOVALL: Gold Spike, downtown.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Are you an
employee of Gold Spike?

MR. STOVALL: Yes.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Why do you
want a security card?

MR. STOVALL: My boss has events coming up on
the site, and he's asking us to acquire the card so we
can work that.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: What will you do with a
security card or with -- what will you do with a work
card? That's the part I don't understand.

boss has on the site, he has like movies coming up. I
want to jump on that, because I like to work. I'm just,
I'm a busy guy, like to work. I work full-time during

the day, and then I work on weekends.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Armed or unarmed?
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MR. STOVALL: Unarmed.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Have you attended any
classes for anger issues or domestic violence?

MR. STOVALL: Yes, I did.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Or anything like that?

MR. STOVALL: Yes.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Have you submitted any
paperwork to that effect?

I had
previously written that we did not have his fingerprint
results. All arrests listed are based on what he wrote
on the application. His fingerprints were rejected by
the FBI. He had to get them redone. So we Jjust

received back in our office that he had a name check,

and everything came back negative. So we don't -- this

is what they came back with. We don't know what his

actual fingerprint results are. They're saying it is
191
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negative. But we still upheld the denial based on what
he wrote on his application, because it could be an
error.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: So his
fingerprints were rejected. He redid his fingerprints.

MS. DONALD: Right.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: And they still
couldn't find anything. And, but they did a name check.

MS. DONALD: They did a name check. The state
and the FBI did a name check, and they said it was a
negative response on both.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay.

MS. DONALD: So.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: What do you do
for employment?

MR. VERUMEN-SALCIDO: Right now, I'm working
across the street at the store, the Stateside Express.
I've been there for the past two years now, since I've
been here in Las Vegas. And when I do my side jobs, I
still do auto body and paint.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Paint?

MR. VERUMEN-SALCIDO: Yes.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Calluses?

MR. VERUMEN-SALCIDO: Everything.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Probably wore
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down your fingerprints.

MR. VERUMEN-SALCIDO: Yes. My hands are real
rough.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Yeah. Yeah,
that's what I was looking for. You answered my
question.

MR. VERUMEN-SALCIDO: Yes.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. Well,
obviously, you're an honest person. We appreciate that,
because we wouldn't know any of this. And it's been
quite a while since you've been in trouble. Why don't
you —-- well, we're really concerned always about weapons
and firearms. So tell us about the discharging a
firearm. And I do know that it's almost 20 years ago,
but.

MR. VERUMEN-SALCIDO: At the time, I was
younger. When my dad was alive, he had put us into body
work and paint, basically restoring classic cars. I
still do it now. And every brother had a job. My Jjob
was to do a lot of body work, paint, buffing them out,
putting them back together. So each brother had a task.

As time went on -- we lived in a bad area. And
the area that we lived in, they tried to rob us several
times. And where I lived, I had found a gun in the

alley. You find everything in the alley in a bad
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neighborhood, from guns, needles. You name it, you'll
find it. Car stereos, beepers, old cell phones,
anything.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: We believe you.

MR. VERUMEN-SALCIDO: And, you know, I just got
curious at the time, and I just picked it up. And it
was loaded and everything, ready to go. It was a
revolver. And I ended up keeping it. I didn't tell
nobody about it.

And I stayed late at home. Everybody was gone.
And I was tired, just got through working on a car. And
it wasn't even my car. It was a customer car, had a
stereo system, big system in it, sponsor decals all over
it. And in the area, they just Jjumped up, and they just
started going to town, breaking the windows, taking
whatever out of the car. I was by myself. And I took
it into consideration and just started shooting at them.
I was real young at the time. When the cops came, you
know, they pretty much did their job. I gave them the
weapon. And I was honest with them. They got the call.

After all that was said and done, I did my
time. And I learned a lot from it. I learned a lot
from all the mistakes that I made when I was younger up
until now.

My dad's no longer with me. I take care of my

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register?

MR. SALADINO: ©Not anymore. And he provided
that letter, and it's -- we have that.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay.

Mr. Estifaee, what was the circumstances on that charge
in 2002? And you're going to need to lean into the
microphone.

MR. ESTIFAEE: One page, can I read it, the one
page, or?

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: If you want to
bring it up here, so he doesn't have to read it. I can
read it over real quick and share it with the Board. It
might take a while.

That's your statement about what happened?

MR. ESTIFAEE: Yes, sir.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: How long have you
lived in Las Vegas?

MR. ESTIFAEE: About 20, 21 years.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: And what have you
been doing for an occupation?

MR. ESTIFAEE: I am working at two different
places. One 1is part of the -- it is a complex building,
about 400, building, that to be maintenance. And the
second one is with this commercial reality. I've been

managing an office over there, collect the rents of
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shops, and evict them if they don't pay 1it, something
like that.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: And why do you
want to go into security work?

MR. ESTIFAEE: My boss says get this license
and open that business for security of the shopping
center when it, you know -- and you try it out there.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: I don't
understand. Try me again.

MR. ESTIFAEE: My boss told me to go get this
license and open your own business to take care of my
business in the shopping center. It is a big shopping
center that I work right now.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Right.

MR. ESTIFAEE: They need the security at
nighttime or during the day that take care of the shops.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. And
maybe somebody from the Board can help me out. I mean
you get a guard card, it doesn't mean you can open up
your open business.

MR. ESTIFAEE: I know. But after that, I can
get my own business. I asked the --

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Kevin, do you
want to jump in?

MR. INGRAM: What you applied for is a
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registered work card.

MR. ESTIFAEE: Yes.

MR. INGRAM: And a registered work card is only
good for you to work for a licensed employer. A
registered work card is not a license. It does not
allow you to provide security services.

MR. ESTIFAEE: Okay.

MR. INGRAM: So what you would have to apply
for to do what you're explaining you would like to do,
you would have to apply for a license with us, not a
registered work card.

MR. ESTIFAEE: No, they said, first of all, you
have to get that card, and then you have to apply for
this one that you are talking about.

MR. INGRAM: That's not correct. To apply for
a license, you apply directly for a license. You have
applied for a registered work card.

MR. ESTIFAEE: What is this license? What 1is
this license you say?

MR. INGRAM: This is not a license. It's a
registered work card.

MR. ESTIFAEE: A work card.

MR. INGRAM: And a work card only allows you to
work for a licensed security company. It allows you to

be an employee o0of a security company.
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MR. ESTIFAEE: So I'd have to work for a

security company?

MR. INGRAM: You would have to be employed by a

security company if your registered work card is
granted.

MR. ESTIFAEE: Okay.

MR. INGRAM: Okay. Because if you do it on
your own, that's considered unlicensed activity, and
that carries some pretty hefty fines.

MR. ESTIFAEE: Okay.

MR. ETTRESS: That was between me and my big
brother. He was drunk, and he wouldn't leave me alone
and was arguing. The neighbors called the cops, saying
somebody was trying to come into my house. And then he

showed up with a bunch of cops. And I ended up telling

them like the only thing that went physical was I pushed

him out of my face. And they charged me with battery.
ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: And then carrying

a loaded firearm in public?

MR. ETTRESS: I was at my aunt's house and so
for my cousin's birthday party. His friend ran with a
gun. They arrested me instead. And I have paperwork

saying that fingerprints were lifted from the gun, and
they weren't mine. That's why it was reduced down to a
misdemeanor.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. Any

other questions from the Board?

But carrying a loaded firearm in
public, it says you were found guilty.

You kicked the
door in. That's why. I mean home invasion, and you got
arrested for that, but it was reduced.

MR. ETTRESS: Yeah.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I'm okay with that,
too. But trespassing, which means you had a trespass.

MR. ETTRESS: Yeah.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: There was a whole lot
of stuff involved in there. And this was only less than
a year and a half ago.

MR. ETTRESS: Yeah. But since then, I haven't

had any problems. I've completed all my requirements
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for the sentencing and everything for all charges.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: What do you plan on
doing i1f you received a work card?

MR. ETTRESS: Well, my cousin has made a career
out of doing security out here, and he's pretty much
guaranteed me positions over the weekend for when I'm
not in CSM.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: And where does your
cousin work?

Received a suspended jail sentence, paid restitutions
for both the victims, stay away from apartments. I
don't know how to say the name of the apartments. The
applicant is due for a status check on October 30th of
2019 for that particular case.

2016, out of Nevada, possession of a
Schedule 1, 2 or 3 controlled substance, felony. That
was dismissed. It was also not listed.

2016, DUI, misdemeanor, found guilty. This one
was disclosed. Received a suspended jail sentence and
victim impact panel.

January of 2016, battery charge out of Nevada,
a misdemeanor. He was found guilty. He did not 1list

it. Suspended jail sentence for 30 days, impulse
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control counseling and community service.

2010, possession of a felony meth and
possession of marijuana with intent to sell at the
felony level. He pled to the lesser charge, found
guilty. This was not listed. The court records show
that through negotiations the charge was pled down, and
sentenced to time served.

April of 2006, in Nevada, embezzlement or
attempt for embezzlement, gross misdemeanor, found
guilty. This was not listed. Sentenced to 12 months in
jail, suspended, two years probation with conditions,
counseling, program and restitution.

1998, California, battery. It was a
misdemeanor. Found guilty. Not listed, found on the
fingerprint report. 36 months probation.

2000, in California, DUI, misdemeanor, found
guilty. Not listed, found on the fingerprint report.
Received another 36 months probation.

2004, California, grand theft, battery on a
spouse, battery on a PO or emergency personnel,
obstruction, misdemeanor, found guilty of the
obstruction. This was not listed, found on the
fingerprint report. Received 12 months probation, three
days in jail, a fine, restitution and suspended jail

sentence.
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The applicant listed the DUI arrest and failed
to list any other arrests. Also noted... And that's
it.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: We're talking
about, you, right?

MR. GATLIN: Yes.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Why do you
even want to work in security?

MR. GATLIN: I did security for five years.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: I couldn't
understand a word you said.

MS. BORDELOVE: Right. The complaint had to do
with -- the complaint in the matter had to do with --
was trying to revoke his work card. That is not -- I
mean, and usually we can't talk the settlement
negotiations and anything to the offense. But if that
were to reach any settlement, the fines are a separate
issue. The individual had five outstanding citations,
two of which have gone to the Controller's Office, three
of which are still at the Board. And those are being
treated as other citations would, because they were not
appealed within the appeals period.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Okay. Just a general
question, then, not counting this particular person, but
in general, how many times do we go on postponing,
postponing, postponing?

MS. BORDELOVE: It has to do with whether or
not -- I mean, at this point, because he's in suspension
status, there was no objections from staff or myself to

postponing, because he cannot use the work card at this
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time, and he is not using the work card at this time.
So holding off at this point, we didn't have objections
to.

However, if that changes, or we can always run
all the proper notices and schedule a hearing without
agreement from the other individual on a hearing. That
is true with any. As you'll see with the ones here
today, I had no response whether they will show up or
not. But with proper notice, you don't need that.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Yeah, I was just -- and
in general?

MS. BORDELOVE: Yeah, that would be in general.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: That's what I wanted to
know, how many times we postpone something. It doesn't
go through four different boards or something as time
goes on, you know. And it's just something that I was
just trying to figure it out.

MS. BORDELOVE: There isn't any, there aren't
any statutes necessarily saying that something has to be

heard within a certain amount of time when you have

agreement from the other side. You have one statute --
I forget the exact citation -- regarding when an appeal
is heard. However, it allows the Board to postpone
should they desire to. And in this sense, we're getting

a request from even the person that has the right to
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hear it. So.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Thank you.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: I would think
that if we're still outstanding by the next Board
meeting, that, I believe, it will be the intention of
this Board to take it to the next step.

MS. BORDELOVE: Okay.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: And I don't mind
if you communicate that to his counsel.

MS. BORDELOVE: Okay.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: And I would consider
that in general for any types of things we have in the
future. So it's not just speaking of one case.

MS. BORDELOVE: Okay.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. Next.

MR. INGRAM: 72, the next agenda item is item
number 72, Torrey Mitchell, appealing the issuance of

Citation I-0007-19 to the Board pursuant to NRS 648.165.

MS. BORDELOVE: So I can start off here. I was
going to see if anybody -- we call if the individual 1is
here. Torrey Mitchell it does not appear is here in the
south. Do you have anybody coming forward in the north?

MS. KLEMME: We do not.
MS. BORDELOVE: Okay. Well, I will say this 1is

an appeal of an unlicensed activity citation. It was
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originally noticed for the June meeting. However, the
individual requested that it be continued or postponed.
He did not specify when. We renoticed him for this
meeting. However, the postal service did not actually
deliver, we don't have proof that they actually
delivered it.

So we cannot default him at this time. He does
not appear to be here. But we will go ahead and notice
him for the December meeting. And I will probably
notice him much sooner, so that if it doesn't get
delivered, I will have a chance to do it again.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. And
there's no reason to believe that he is continuing with
his illegal activity while we sit and wonder what's
going on?

MR. SWARTHOUT: Not as of yet.

MS. BORDELOVE: And, again, this one, the
individual in this case does not hold any license with
the PILB. This is an appeal of the citation was issued
to him.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. So
this was someone that was working in security and didn't
have a license, or?

MR. SWARTHOUT: Correct.

(The Reporter asked which investigator just
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spoke, since we can't see him on the videoconference.)

MR. SWARTHOUT: Investigator Swarthout.

THE REPORTER: Oh, okay. Thank you very much.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: He only said one
word, "Correct."

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: That's a two-syllable
word for him.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Next.

MR. INGRAM: Item number 73, Dominique Fuiava
is appealing the issuance of Citation -- I'm sorry.
Item number 73, Dominique --

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Excuse me. Do we have
to do any kind of vote or anything on that, on the first
one?

MS. BORDELOVE: We cannot take action on it
because we --

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Okay. I just wanted to
be sure.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: We can send a
stern letter from the postal office.

MR. INGRAM: Okay. The next item is item
number 73, Dominique Fuiava. He is appealing the
issuance of Citation I-0020-19 to the Board pursuant to
NRS 648.165.

MS. BORDELOVE: I don't believe he is present.
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Is he present in the north?
MS. KLEMME: No, he's not.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Mary, 1is he up

there?

MS. KLEMME: No, he's not.

MS. BORDELOVE: Okay. Then, this one, he was
noticed on. So this 1is, it's an appeal of unlicensed

activity, Citation I-0020-19, as Mr. Ingram stated. It
was 1ssued to Dominigque -- it is possible that I am
pronouncing his name wrong -- Fuiava ("Foo-ee-ah-va'").
But I will go with my best guess on the pronunciation of
this one.

As I can show you, yeah, Mr. Fuiava was
providing private security and/or executive protection
services inside the Omnia Nightclub on January 16, 2019.
Mr. Fuiava has a registered work card with the PILB but
does not hold a full license and was not working for a
licensed company on the night in question.

What I'1ll clarify, though, is, as we'wve had
with other hearings, I'm not seeking to revoke his work
card at this time. This is not a complaint. He simply
appealed the citation that was issued to him. And this
is the appeal.

Because he is not here, I would like to call my

assistant, Debra Turman, up to testify to service. And

DIRECT EXAMINATION
BY MS. BORDELOVE:
Q. Ms. Turman, did you mail the notice of hearing
in this matter via U.S. certified mail?
A. I did.
Q. Okay. And if I could have --
ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: She's going to

need to move a little bit closer to the mic. And her
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mic's, correct?

THE WITNESS: Yes.

MS. BORDELOVE: Yes. And if I can have
actually all of the exhibits at this point -- I can go
through some of the background to each one. But your
Board Counsel has them there. If I can ask that they be
admitted into the record.

MS. KLEMME: Yes, I'll give them to Shannon.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Do you need a
motion, or just my --

MS. BORDELOVE: You, as Chair, or as Acting
Chair.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: We will accept
these.

(Exhibits 1 through 6 were previously marked
and are now admitted.)

BY MS. BORDELOVE:

Q. Okay. So now that they're admitted, if you'll
look to the first page, this is the Notice of Hearing.
And I'd like to label that as Exhibit 1.

And it is, for Shannon's purposes, it is the
first two pages of the packet you -- or, sorry, first
three pages of the packet you just got. Four pages. I
apologize for that.

Is this the Notice of Hearing that you sent?
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A. Yes, 1t is.
Q. Okay. On what date did you mail it?

A. August 13th, 2019.

Q. And did you receive the certified mail receipt
back?

A. We received part of the certified mail receipt
back, the one indicating that we actually mailed it. I

had to look up the tracking number.

Q. Okay.

A. And other than that, we got the -- the tracking
number indicates that it was delivered from, or by the
USPS.

Q. Okay. And are you referring to page three of
Exhibit 17

A. Yes, I am.

MR. BORDELOVE: Well, it's a screenshot there.
Okay.

Then, does the Board have any questions for
Ms. Turman?

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: No, thank you.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I have a question.
Just for the record, I believe, it was taken care of,
and I want to put it on the record. On the citation,
I'm just noticing here, and it says Suite 4500. And

we're not in Suite 4500 right now.
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MS. BORDELOVE: That is --

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Has that been checked?
That's all.

MS. BORDELOVE: Yes. Mr. Ingram, I believe,
and he can mention, too, checked right at 9:00 o'clock,
as well as we put a sign on the door that states that
today's meeting is happening in this room.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: It is just the record
type of thing.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Well done.

MR. INGRAM: And for the record, Kevin Ingram.
I checked it at 9:00, and I checked it at 9:05.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I'm a licensed
investigator and Clark County member.

MR. DETMER: Let me see your licence.

(Laughter.)

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Thank you.

MS. BORDELOVE: Now I'll turn to the Board, if
you would like me to go through the background and
citation or what the Board would like at this time.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: I feel the
Board -- do we need to do a motion? I mean my mind
thinks we should just go forward. We're all here.

MS. BORDELOVE: Okay.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: We knew about
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this meeting. There's a lot of people in this room.
have no intention of postponing this one.

MS. BORDELOVE: Well, this would not be

I

postponing. I'm simply -- you have the ability to deny

the appeal, because he's not here, as a default. But if

you'd like some background, and for the record it's

always nice to have, I'm happy to go through the

evidence that was just admitted, as well as we have two

videos that there are screenshots of in your packet,
we can show you.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Yeah, I'm in
favor of a summary of what occurred.

MS. BORDELOVE: Okay.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Okay.

MS. BORDELOVE: Then, may I call my second

witness, which would be Zachary Swarthout.

but

And if we want to swear both at the same time.

Dan Hoban over here is also going to be testifying.
MR. DETMER: Mike Detmer, for the record.
And just briefly, as legal counsel was just

saying, was that with sufficient legal notice having

been provided, the Commission, the Board can consider

and dispose of the case as it sees fit, which would
include just denying the appeal. But we're happy to

swear the witnesses in, obviously.
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So if you both could raise your right hand. Do
you hereby swear or affirm to tell the truth, the whole
truth, and nothing but the truth?

(Zachary Swarthout and Daniel Hoban were
sworn/affirmed.)

MS. BORDELOVE: Okay. And, Mr. Detmer, do you
have one extra packet there? Or I can show the one I
have here. But, I think, okay.

Let's see. Let's start with Mr. Swarthout.

Z A CHARY S WARTHOTUT,
having been first duly sworn/affirmed,

was examined and testified as follows:

DIRECT EXAMINATION

BY MS. BORDELOVE:

Q. Would you please state your name for the
record.

A. Zachary Swarthout.

Q. And what is your position at the PILB?

A. Compliance/Audit Investigator.

Q. And will you briefly describe what your

position entails.
A. I do compliance checks through checking on our

licensed companies and looking for unlicensed activity.
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Q. And let's see. Let's look at Exhibit 2. It's
going to be, I think, page five in there. That is
the -- or, well, can you testify as to what it is? It

should be the citation.

A. It is Citation I-0020-19.

Q. And do you recognize this document?

A. Yes, I do.

Q. Is this a citation that you issued?

A. Yes, 1t is.

Q. Okay. And then we'll move on to Exhibit 3,
which is going to be page -- let's see. It's probably
page nine. It is on a lined piece of paper. Well, it's
a copy of. Do you recognize this document?

A. Yes, I do.

Q. And what 1is 1it?

A. It is an appeal letter from Dominique Fuiava.

Q. And was this received by the PILB within the

30-day appeals period?

A. Yes, 1t was.

Q. Okay. And let's move on to -- well, a few
gquestions before we get to Exhibit 4. What type of
investigations were you performing in January of 2019
when looking for unlicensed activity?

A. We were doing social media posts investigations

for people tagging, saying that they're doing security,
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private security in Nevada.
Q. Did you encounter any social media posts by
Mr. Fuiava?
A. Not by Mr. Fuiava. By another individual.
Q. Okay. And let's turn to Exhibit 4, which is

the next page of your packet. What is this?

A. This is a post from a guy who goes by the name
Opie Chuck. His actual name is -- let's see if I have
it here in my notes readily available. It is a Chuck

Opachich. I know I'm brutalizing that. O-P-A-C-H-I-C-H
is his actual last name. And he tagged it with TruUso
Security on it.

Q. And did you observe this Instagram post

yourself?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. Did you take a screenshot?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. Okay. What is TruUso, 1f I'm pronouncing that

correctly?

A. TruUso, from what we've been able to find out
from people who we've already cited, is an unlicensed
group of guys that are doing executive protection in the
nightclubs.

Q. Okay. And let's go to the video. I think, I

have a plug here, but. Oh, if you'wve got that. I'm
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going to show a video. And if you will briefly
describe, after it's shown, what this video is. This
will be Exhibit 4. It's that one.
(A video was played.)
BY MS. BORDELOVE:
Q. Is this, 1s that a video that was in this

Instagram post?

A. Yes, 1t is.
Q. Okay. And what did you see in that video?
A. It's a bachelor party, what I know from the

post is that it was a bachelor party at Omnia Nightclub.
During the 14 and 22nd mark, you will see Dominique
Fuiava in the background walking around.

Q. Okay. And does he appear to be providing
executive protection services?

A. It is hard to tell from the wvideo.

Q. Okay. And then let's move to the next page in
your packet, which it will be Exhibit 5. And it 1is an
email chain, which would be about three pages. Do you

recognize this email chain?

A. Yes, I do.

Q. Did you send the email on page two?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. Will you please read that email for me?
A. Good morning, Mr. Hennessey. I got your
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contact information from Investigator Vincent Saladino.
I am contacting you in regards to a possible unlicensed
activity in your club on January 1l6th, 2019 at the
Skydeck. The group called TruUso, they are a group of
Samoans that -- that were in your nightclub, had
previous run-ins with. They were there for Chuck
Opachich's bachelor party. If possible, could you email
over the sign-in sheets, i1f there's one for private
security. And I've attached some photos of unlicensed
EP individuals.

Q. Okay. Thank you. And just a final couple
questions. Does Mr. Fuiava hold a registered work card
with the PILB?

A. Yes, he does.

Q. On the night of the January 16th, 2019, was
Mr. Fuiava listed on the roster of any company licensed
with the PILB?

A. No, he wasn't.

MS. BORDELOVE: Okay. I think, that's the
remainder of my guestions for you.

Does the Board have any questions for
Mr. Swarthout?

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: This is Ray
Flynn. Just so I can understand what's going on here.

MS. BORDELOVE: M-hm (affirmative).
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ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: So he's providing
executive protection inside a club?

THE WITNESS: Correct.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Who was he
protecting?

THE WITNESS: Chuck Opachich.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: And that means
absolutely nothing to me.

THE WITNESS: He's -- a lot of the guys that
were there for his bachelor are Boston Red Sox players.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Is he is a
baseball player himself?

THE WITNESS: Yes, but he never made i1t to the
major leagues, but his clients did.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. And he
needs protection?

We don't know. All right. Okay. All right.
It's a world I don't play in, so that's why I don't know
what's going on, but. Okay. Thank you.

Any other guestions from the Board?

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: So I just wanted to make
sure. They did provide us with a list at the nightclub.
It's saying that these two people were, the two -- the
first email is the one showing that these two people

were providing --
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MS. BORDELOVE: Yes, and I will get to that
with my next witness.
BOARD MEMBER NIXON: Gotcha. Okay. Thank you.
MS. BORDELOVE: Okay. I'd like to call
Mr. Daniel Hoban. Am I pronouncing your name correctly?

THE WITNESS: Yes.

DANTIZETL HOBAN,
having been first duly sworn/affirmed,

was examined and testified as follows:

DIRECT EXAMINATION

BY MS. BORDELOVE:

Q. Will you please state your spell your name for
the record?

A. Daniel Hoban, D-A-N-I-E-L, H-O-B-A-N.

Q. Okay. Who is your employer, and what is your
position there?

A. I work for Hakkasan Group. I am the Security

Specialist Supervisor.

Q. Please describe briefly what your position
entails.
A. We are hired to handle anything and everything,

from working with our executives, to celebrities, to

high-end clientele, down to doing ID checks, walk-outs,
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regular nightclub security.
Q. Okay. Let me refer to Exhibit 5, which is that
email chain. Will you please look at page one. Do you

recognize this email?

A. Yes.

Q. Did you send the email on page one, that first
email?

A. Yes.

Q. Will you please read it briefly.

A. Yes. It says "I do not have a sign-in sheet
for the ones that were in that night. The two that were

with the group were Dominigque Fuiava, R-087421, and Mark
Jerome, R-068734."
Q. Okay. And where did you obtain that

information if you didn't have a sign-in sheet?

A. I was actually with the group that came in,
that group with Chuck. And those two individuals came
in. I recognize them from previous dealings. Asked
them if they were working. They said yes. I asked them
for their work cards. They presented them.

Q. Okay. And then I'd like to move to Exhibit 6,

which in the packet is a screenshot, but it's going to
be another video that I'll show you.
BOARD MEMBER NIXON: Is there any way to point

out who the gentleman is, if he's in the video?
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MS. BORDELOVE: Yes, he is in this wvideo.
BOARD MEMBER NIXON: Okay.
(A video was played.)

BY MS. BORDELOVE:

Q. If you will point out when you see him.

A. That's Mark Jerome that's checking his ID.
Q. So he's the individual in the black T-shirt?
A. Yes.

Q. Okay. And this, where was this video taken?
A. That's Omnia Nightclub.

Q. Okay. And that the entryway?

A. That is -- they had a stage set up for the

individual, Chuck. So that is the entry to the stage.

That 1is one of the two entries.

Q. Okay. And is this security wvideo footage?
A. Yes.
Q. Okay. And just to clarify for the record,

you're identifying Mr. Fuiava there in the wvideo?

A. No, Mr. Fuiava is not in that wvideo.

Q. Oh. It is Mark Jerome who i1is in that video?
A. That is Mark Jerome in the black T-shirt.

Q. Okay.

A. Polo.

Q. But you did witness Mr. Fuiava there?

A. Yes. There's two sets of stairs to that.

SHANNON L. TAYLOR, CCR, CSR, RMR
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Mr. Fuiava was on the other set of the stairs.
Q. Okay. And he presented his work card as

working --

A. Yes.
Q. -- executive protection services?
A. Yes.

MS. BORDELOVE: Okay. Thank you.
Any questions for the witness from the Board?

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Yeah, just so I

understand how it works. So you're checking. I mean I
appreciate you being here. I appreciate your
cooperation. But you're checking. It sounds like it's

routine that you check work cards of people saying they
are bodyguards or --

THE WITNESS: Yes.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: -—- executive
protection?

THE WITNESS: Absolutely.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: And why is that?

THE WITNESS: Through conversations with
Mr. Kevin Ingram, some of them have come in, stating
that they are working. And they're not actually
licensed. They just have the registered work card. And
from my talks with Kevin, he said that's illegal

activity essentially. So we check them to see if they
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are actually licensed. And then I contact Kevin to see
if they are actually licensed and claiming that they're
working for who they're working for. Because in the
previous dealings with some of these guys, they come in
and just work for cash, and they either don't have a
license or aren't registered, or whatever the case.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Now, do they
identify -- I mean are they identifying themselves as
"I'm security" to not pay like an entry fee or
something, or they Jjust say --

THE WITNESS: No. They'll come in with like a
client that is purchasing a table, and they're working
for that person.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: So just through
your experience and knowledge, skills and abilities, you
determine by looking, you say they're probably security?

THE WITNESS: Yes. And then we'll either
approach them or ask them, ask the guest, or ask the
host if they have security or if this person is working
security. And most of the time, those individuals say,
"Yes, I'm working."

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. And then
one other question that's not germane to this case, but
just so I understand the environment.

THE WITNESS: M-hm (affirmative).
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ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Are executive
security or bodyguards permitted to be armed in clubs?

THE WITNESS: No. No one 1s, no one 1is
permitted to be armed inside of our club.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Even if they've
got a license to be armed, if they come in as a
bodyguard, they've got to leave their gun elsewhere?

THE WITNESS: That is correct.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. Thank
you. Appreciate it.

MS. BORDELOVE: Any further questions from the
Board?

Okay. And that is the end of my presentation.
I think, you're done with yours. Thank you.

MS. KLEMME: Excuse me.

MS. BORDELOVE: Just kind of as a --

MS. KLEMME: Rosalie, excuse me. The person
who just spoke.

MS. BORDELOVE: Yes.

MS. KLEMME: Can they turn on their mic?

MR. INGRAM: I just mentioned to Mr. Hoban that
he was welcome to stay to watch the rest of the hearing
or that he was permitted to leave. This is Kevin.

THE REPORTER: Okay. Thank you.

Thank you, Mary.
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MS. BORDELOVE: Just to summarize, I've shown
you that Mr. Fuiava was providing executive protection
services on the night in question. He does not hold a
full license and was not working for a licensed company
at the time, which is why he was issued the citation at
issue.

He appealed the citation, though his appeal
letter does not list reasons why.

So I would ask that the Board uphold the
citation.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. Thank you
for the summary. And it's what I needed. And I don't
know if there's any questions from the Board before we
proceed.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I may —-- on the wvideo,
okay, and I might have to him come, the man come back
up .

MS. BORDELOVE: We can have a witness come back
if you have additional questions.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: All right.

Commissioner Gronauer.

On the video, it showed the one gentleman. And
as the witness testified, that he knew the other
gentleman, Mr. Fuiava, who's appealing the citation. We

didn't see him on the wvideo. But he was checked. We
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know he was at the end of the stage, the other side of
the stage, two entrances. How do we know that he was
checked, or how did we get that information?

MS. BORDELOVE: Mr. Hoban testified that he
observed him providing his work card and being checked.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Okay. And he asked for
that, and he said he wasn't?

MS. BORDELOVE: Yes.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Okay. I just didn't
get the whole story.

MS. BORDELOVE: That's fine.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I'm sorry. Thank you.
That's all.

MS. BORDELOVE: Okay.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay. All right.
Without any further questions, I'll entertain a motion.
And, basically, do we want to deny the appeal?

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I'll make a motion.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Okay.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I'll make a motion that
we uphold the denial. I guess, we have to do the whole
thing.

MS. BORDELOVE: That you are upholding the
citation.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: On Dominigque Fuiava,
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that we is appealing the issuance of Citation 1-0020-19
pursuant to the NRS 648.165.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: I second.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. I
have a motion. I have a second.

(The Reported indicated that the person
speaking needs to turn on their mic.)

MR. DETMER: Mike Detmer, for the record. I
said nothing of substance.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: I concur.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Good morning to you.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. We
have a motion, and we have a second. And I don't see
any further discussion. So I'll ask for a vote on this,
that we deny this citation's appeal and we uphold the
citation issued by staff.

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defaults and didn't at the beginning.

MR. DETMER: And Mike Detmer, for the record,
acting as Board Counsel.

Counsel is correct as far as making that clear
for the record, if that wasn't clear already. And I
have to make one statement, and it i1s preceded by an
acknowledgement of my ignorance on it. But these notice
of violations, they have set fines. There doesn't have
to be a restatement of the fines?

MS. BORDELOVE: I don't believe. The citation
itself contains the fine. And so they were upholding
the citation as 1is.

MR. DETMER: Okay. Because I just wasn't sure
if there was an argument for sentencing.

MS. BORDELOVE: But a motion regarding service
and/or finding him in default is helpful for a clear
record, while we upheld the citation, and you guys made
a finding of that. But that finding would be helpful
for the record, in the event that he were to try and
challenge this later.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Is this a new motion or
an amendment to the motion?

MS. BORDELOVE: A new motion on the same agenda
item.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: I'll make that motion,
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whatever you said.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. We
have a motion. Do we have a --

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: I second.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: All right. SO no
further discussion, then. We have a motion that we
accept the service --

MS. BORDELOVE: Yeah, that he --

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: -- and the
evidence of service, that everything was proper and that
this subject, the citation was properly noticed for this
hearing.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: No. I did sign
the letter.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: Okay.

MR. INGRAM: It wasn't an agendized item.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Yeah, and our
counsel said we didn't have to do a motion on 1it. So.

BOARD MEMBER NIXON: That's right.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: I wrote a letter.
I signed it. We'll send it. If I'm not --

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: The semi-counsel.
And if I'm not here next meeting, you'll know that the
letter didn't go well with the Governor.

service, so, yeah, that it's his fault.

But, no, seriously, all joking aside, it's been
a good year. And we've accomplished a lot.

I, and, I think, I can speak for the other
members of the Board, I really like the quarterly
reporting out that we're getting. That really helps us
understand what's going on. So. All right.

All right. Any public comment?

Any public comment up north?

MS. KLEMME: None here.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Just for my own
curiosity, did anybody show up, up north?

MS. KLEMME: We have no one in the audience.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: Oh, okay. All
right.

MR. INGRAM: Just as a kind of an overview and
a follow-up on what Mr. Hoban had explained to you, you
know, we don't really do any kind of a real presentation
to you on what Board staff is doing.

What we've done over the last couple years 1is
reached out to all of the security administrators in all
of the casinos, Las Vegas Metro, Henderson P.D., North
Las Vegas. And we've, I've gone out and done
presentations to each of these entities to let them know

who we are, what we do, and how we can help them in
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their environments.

Hakkasan Group is part of what they call the
zone meetings. And that's where all the security
individuals from the different properties come together
once a month. They invite us to attend. On occasions,
we do presentations. And other times, we're just kind
of rubbing elbows and sharing ideas and concerns with
them.

Hakkasan Group has really stepped up and taken
a very serious approach to unlicensed activity within
their nightclubs, as well as other entities that aren't
present today. And we've developed that rapport to
where they keep us informed, we keep them informed. We
work very closely with Las Vegas Metropolitan Police
Department, the Joint Terrorism Task Force, even the
FBI, on situations that we're investigating.

And when there's a large event, we always
attend, Lori and I always attend all of the planning
meetings, all the organization meetings, so that we
developed rapport and reputation with a lot of the large
event planners that come into town. And we work very
closely with them to try to cut down on the unlicensed
activity.

So we're doing a lot of outreach that you may

not be aware of, and it's returning, you know, dividends
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for us, with these relationships. Mr. Hoban and I
communicate -- I can't say it, but I can do it.
Exactly. He's rubbing off on me. Communicate

frequently. And we're pleased to have the partnership
with them and all the other entities here in the state.

I just want to put that on the record. Thank
you.

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: I appreciate the
comments. And I appreciate the cooperation that we have
with the clubs on the Strip.

And I appreciate you being here today. I know
it takes a lot to come downtown and come to one of these
hearings. So.

BOARD MEMBER GRONAUER: Did you work last
night?

ACTING BOARD CHAIRMAN FLYNN: You probably got
the night off because of this. All right.

All right. One further call for public
comment?

Seeing none, do you want to tell us when we're
coming back again for our meeting?

MS. IRIZARRY: Kevin, it's the 10th and 11th.

MR. INGRAM: 10th and 11th. I'm sorry. Lori,
thanks Lori. It's good to have her in with me.
